Uneven Stitches

Tension regulcted improperty.

Cause:

Lint or odd thread accumulated in the
shuttle race.

Needle plare improperly inserted after
removal.
Feed dog jams in needle plate cutout.

Machine has run dry or was oiled with
kerosene.
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Inaccurate Feeding

Cause:

Feed dog set too low so that its teeth
do not come up sufficiently above
needle plare level.

Lint and fluff accumulared befween
tooth rows.

Insufficient amounr of pressure exerted
on material,
